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APPRENTICESHIP INFORMATION

We offer 4 year Apprenticeships for CAD Draughtspersons/Engineers (Production of Manufacturing Drawings using CAD / Running Contracts), which involves a day release course at Croydon College working towards a BTEC National Certificate. On completion of the National Certificate you may be considered for enrolment on to the Higher National Certificate in Building Services Engineering. You would need to obtain a minimum of 4 GCSEs in English Language, Mathematics and at least two other subjects i.e. Science and Technology, all at Grade "C" or above. Generally this Apprenticeship is based at the Eastbourne Head Office.

We offer 4 year Apprenticeships for Surveyors (dealing with the Contractual and Financial aspects of the Contracts), which involves a day release course at Croydon College working towards a BTEC National Certificate. On completion of the National Certificate you may be considered for enrolment on to the Higher National Certificate in Building Services Engineering. You would need to obtain a minimum of 4 GCSEs in English Language, Mathematics and at least two other subjects i.e. Science and Technology, all at Grade "C" or above. Generally this Apprenticeship is based at the Eastbourne Head Office.

We offer 4 year Apprenticeships for Sheet Metal Workers (the Manufacture of Ductwork and Steelwork), which involves a day release course at Central Sussex College at Crawley working towards a City and Guilds Level 2 - Progression Award in Engineering then onto a Level 3 - Certificate in Engineering and a NVQ Level 2. You would need to obtain a minimum of 4 GCSEs in English Language, Mathematics and at least two other subjects i.e. Science or Technology, all at Grade "D" or above. However, you will also be required to study and pass Key Skills Exams in English, Mathematics and Information Technology if you have not already obtained a Grade "C" GCSE pass in each subject. This Apprenticeship is based at the Eastbourne Workshop.

We offer 4 year Apprenticeships for Ductwork Installers, (Erecting Ductwork on Site as detailed on Drawings), which involves a day release course, at the Alpha BSE Training Centre in Stratford, London, on the City & Guilds Ductwork Installation NVQ Level 2 Course and a Mechanical Engineering Services Modern Apprenticeship in Heating and Ventilation Ductwork Installation. On achieving an NVQ Level 2 you would have achieved a Ductwork Installer’s Grade. To be considered, you would need to obtain a minimum of 4 GCSEs in English Language, Mathematics and at least two other subjects i.e. Science, Technology etc., all at Grade "D" or above, although Grade “C’s” would be preferable. However, you will also be required to study and pass Key Skills Exams in English, Mathematics and Information Technology if you have not already obtained a Grade "C" GCSE pass in each subject. You may also be required to study and pass Key Skills Exams in English, Mathematics and Information Technology if you obtained your Grade "C" GCSE passes over 3 years ago from the date that you start at the Training Centre. On achieving an NVQ level 2 you may be considered for placement on to the City & Guilds Ductwork Installation NVQ Level 3 Course and an Advanced Modern Apprenticeship although this would not form part of your Hotchkiss Apprenticeship. On completion of the NVQ Level 3 you would have achieved a Ductwork Craftsman’s Grade. This Apprenticeship is based out on sites, generally in the London area.

Please note that all the aforementioned Apprenticeships commence around the beginning of September each year.
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
